How does the essay contest work?

« The contest is now open, and entries must be postmarked by October 3, 2008. Winners will be
announced on or about November 1%, 2008.

To enter the “Champion Dad Essay Contest,” entries must...

- be written about a child’s father, step-father, or guardian (grandparent, etc.)

- be an essay that is original in content,

- be written or typed by the participant child ages 6 through 17,

- be 300 words or less,

- be turned in with a self-addressed, stamped envelope (so that we may either return a thank you letter
or special finalist form),

- on a separate piece of paper, include full name of participant, address, daytime phone number, and
email address,

- include name of parents/step-parents/guardian, along with the above contact information on the same
separate piece of paper,

- be turned in by no later than October 3™, 2008 (Must be postmarked by that date).

The essays from Children will be organized into the following groups:

- Ages 6 through 9 (Parents can assist younger children with writing/typing)
- Ages 10 through 13

- Ages 14 through 17
